	PROCEDURE

	Prior to lesson
	- Put 4-5 exit slip activities on each table face down. 

	Introduction
	Time

	Attention Grabber
	Hands on head, hands on nose, hands on shoulder, hands on hips, hands in lap.
	20 seconds

	Assessment of Prior Knowledge
	Ask students as a whole group
“When you hear the term Classroom Management, what comes to mind?”
· Talk about how classroom management in a key concept in the classroom. 
· Touch on how classroom management is somewhat of an umbrella term. There are tons of ideas and ways to incorporate CM into the class. Some ways: how to discipline bad behaviour, reward good behaviour, preparation and routines for class, motivating for your students, and it creates an overall safe and better learning atmosphere. 
· Relate back to Neds Gr8 8 - #1 Feel okay. If students don’t feel safe and okay in their environment then they wont be about to activate their own powerful learning.

· Chose attention grabbers, because if you can’t effectively grab the attention of students, they will get out of hand, therefore leading to a negative learning environment

	Expectations for Learning and Behaviour
	Number students off into groups (1,2,3). Ask students to show with their fingers what number they are so that there is no confusion between teacher and student. Ask students to move into their groups.

	Transition to Body
	Talk about the attention grabber I used at the beginning of class and how it is effective when students are using their hands to get their hands away from what they’re doing so they aren’t distracted when the teacher is teaching.

	Learning Activity #1
	Classroom Attention Grabbers.
· In your groups, I want you to discuss attention grabbers that you’ve seen teachers use in a classroom environment. Some examples are the clap, quite coyote, or a countdown. 

· Come up with one attention grabber that wasn’t used as an example and share/demonstrate it with the rest of the class. 

· Ask thumbs up, thumbs down for understanding instructions. 
(Remember to ask for clarification that students understand the intrustions!)

	Assessments/ Differentiation:
	Observe the groups and see what kind of ideas they are coming up with, if they are stuck give them a few examples to start them off. 
After activity, ask students to share some attention grabbers that their group came up with.

	Closure
	Time

	Assessment of Learning:
	Have students return to their seats.

Review the idea of classroom management and all the concepts it incorporates.

Ask students to fill out an exit slip activity that has three questions on it:
1. Why is classroom management important?

2. Classroom Management is somewhat of an umbrella term, what components do you think you could fit under that umbrella?
3. Name one attention grabber that you will implement in your classroom.
